1,500, depending on the size of your group. The deposit will be applied to your final bill, with
full payment required one week before the event. If you would like to see a sample outing
contract, please let us know.

e Once you have returned your contract along with your deposit, Holiday Hill will supply you
with brochures and flyers to help you promote your event. Your invitees can also be encouraged
to visit our website at www.holidayhill.com for directions and more information about Holiday
Hill.
